Each engagement offered stakeholders the opportunity to hear directly from each finalist
about their leadership philosophy, strategic priorities, and approach to guiding HACM
through completion of its HUD Recovery Agreement while strengthening the agency’s
operations and service to residents.




The finalists - Berdie Cowser, Harold Ince, Keon Jackson, and Ralph Jordan — also met
with the Board of Commissioners, which will make the final selection after reviewing
candidate interviews and the stakeholder feedback gathered throughout the summit.

The Board will schedule a special meeting in the near future to evaluate candidates and
discuss next steps.
